Petition —> Devotion
Earnestly- aggressively pursue
Diligently- hardworking and focused

Devotion has:

A priority- Acts 3:1: Now Peter and John went up together to the temple at the hour of prayer, the

ninth hour.

A place- Mark 1:35: Now in the morning, having risen a long while before daylight, He went out
and departed to a solitary place; and there He prayed.

A pattern- Matthew 6:9: This, then, is how you should pray...
