Impossible happens when we partner with the Holy Spirit to fulfill the great commission.

Empowering - Genesis 41:38-39 “So Pharaoh asked them, “Can we find anyone like this man, one in
whom is the spirit of God?” Then Pharaoh said to Joseph, “Since God has made all this known to you,

there is no one so discerning and wise as you.” NIV

3 Great Trees of Early Church
Great grace- “...And great grace was upon them all.” NIV Acts 4:33b (Creating)

Great fear- “And great fear came over the whole church, and over all who heard about these things.”

Acts 5:11 NIV (Convicting)

Great power- “And with great power the apostles gave witness to the resurrection of the Lord

Jesus....” Acts 4:33a NIV (Empowering)
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In Breathing of the Spirit - John 20:22- “And with that he breathed on them and said, “Receive the
Holy Spirit.”

Separate and Distinct-Luke 24:49 “I am going to send you what my Father has promised; but stay in
the city until you have been clothed with power from on high.”

Acts 2:1-5: When the day of Pentecost came, they were all together in one place. Suddenly a sound like
the blowing of a violent wind came from heaven and filled the whole house where they were sitting.
They saw what seemed to be tongues of fire that separated and came to rest on each of them. All of

them were filled with the Holy Spirit and began to speak in other tongues as the Spirit enabled them.
Spiritual Language- The divine ability to pray in a heavenly language.

« Spiritual language is for everyone- (Acts 2:39a) “The promise is for you and your children and for
all who are far off... (NIV)

» Spiritual language adds a new dimension to my prayer life-

o (1 Cor. 14:15): So what shall I do? I will pray with my spirit, but I will also pray with my

understanding; I will sing with my spirit, but I will also sing with my understanding. (NIV)
o The Spirit intercedes for God’s people in accordance with the will of God.” —-Romans 8:27 (NIV)

« Spiritual language recharges my spiritual batteries- (1 Cor. 14:4) Anyone who speaks in a tongue
edifies themselves...(NIV)

» Spiritual language is speaking to God- Spiritual language is speaking to God- (1 Cor. 14:2) For one
who speaks in an [unknown] tongue speaks not to men but to God, for no one understands or
catches his meaning, because in the [Holy| Spirit he utters secret truths and hidden things [not
obvious to the understanding] (AMP)
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
